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About this book
Judy Moody meets Amy Namey, another girl with a rhyming name. However, things do not start off well between 
them. Judy resents the attention Amy is receiving as a girl reporter at school. Will they become friends or enemies? 
Judy’s friends have their own ideas.

Getting ready to read
•	 Show students the cover and draw attention to the title. Then scan through the book, paying special attention 

to the illustrations. Invite students to make predictions about Judy and Amy, the main characters in the story.

The vocabulary
•	 Use pictures and/or examples to introduce the vocabulary. Then 

play a game of charades to review.
•	 Write the word ciervo (deer) on the board and help students dis-

tinguish it from siervo (servant). Other homophones include ves 
(you see) on p. 20 and vez (time) on p. 21; cayó (fell down) on p. 92 
and calló (was silent); casar (to marry) on p. 21 and cazar (to hunt) 
on p. 107.

•	 Point out the words geografía and ortografía and explain the 
meaning of the Greek affixes geo (earth), grafía (writing), and 
orto (correct). 

•	 Point out inscribir (escribir), primicia (primero), pulverizado (pol-
vo), and terráqueo (tierra). Remind students that knowing the 
root of a word helps them derive its meaning.

Engaging in reading
•	 Divide the class into small groups and assign 

two or three chapters each. Remind students 
that a character’s thoughts, words, and ac-
tions allow us to describe him or her 
in depth. Provide groups with a 
Venn diagram and have them 
complete it to compare and 
contrast two of the characters 
in their assigned chapters. 

Responding to reading
•	 In a class discussion, have each group 

use their Venn diagram to compare and 
contrast two characters. Then, invite stu-
dents to use this information to create a 
profile for each character. Finally, chal-
lenge the class to explain how these char-
acters interact and influence each other 
in the story. 

•	 Have students reflect on the predictions 
they made before reading.
